New accommodation, restaurants, and innovative food venue openings  

Soho House, Manchester, England 
Early 2025 
Soho House is set to open its first property in the north of England, encompassing the upper three 
floors of Manchester’s former Granada Studios – located in the up-and-coming St John’s 
neighbourhood. The building, which is also home to Aviva Studios, is one of Manchester’s most 
iconic locations. As well as 23 deluxe rooms and suites, there will be a rooftop pool, workspaces 
that transform into a club after dark, dining rooms and lounges – all with Soho House’s signature 
creative flair. 
 
Clydeside Containers, Glasgow, Scotland 
Early 2025 
Located along the River Clyde, Clydeside Containers presents an innovative development that 
blends urban living with sustainability. This eco-conscious project includes flexible spaces, green 
energy solutions, and locally sourced materials, offering visitors a unique opportunity to 
experience sustainable architecture.  
 
 
Seaton House, St Andrews, Scotland 
February 2025  
Seaton House will offer luxurious 5-star accommodation near the iconic Old Course in St 
Andrews. This elegant hotel promises a unique stay for golf enthusiasts and those seeking 
opulence, with world-class facilities and breathtaking views across West Sands Beach.

Birmingham will feature a huge street food hall with five independent kitchens – plus an outdoor 
terrace, craft beer bar, café and cocktail bar. This lively new venue will be located in the city 
centre, seating up to 350 diners amid colourful murals and artworks by local creatives. Like its 
sister food hall, Society Manchester, we can expect live music, events and DJ sets too, with a 
buzzing atmosphere from lunchtime until late. 
 
Hotel Gotham Newcastle, Newcastle-upon-Tyne, England 

Spring 2025 
Hotel Gotham in Newcastle-upon-Tyne will redefine the hospitality experience when it opens in 
Spring 2025. Set in the historic Old Fire Station, the hotel will offer 60 bespoke bedrooms, a stylish

The theatre is being built on 
what is still left of the Curtain Playhouse, an ancient theatre in Shoreditch that was first re-
discovered in 2011. The immersive museum, created by Bompas & Parr in collaboration with Cain 
International, Museum of London Archaeology and Historic England, will be part of The Stage, a 
new public space with offices, housing, leisure areas and a roof terrace.  
  
South West Coast Path Photographer of the Year, location TBA 
2025  
The South West Coast Path Photographer of the Year Exhibition is set to return for its third edition 
in 2025. Last year’s event, held in partnership with Great Western Railway, brought the stunning 
coastal imagery to Paddington Station, London. While the location for the 2025 showcase is still 
to be finalised, it will once again celebrate the natural beauty of England’s coastline through the 
lens of talented photographers.  
 
Completion of King Charles III England Coast Path, Nationwide 
2025  
The King Charles III England Coast Path will become the world’s longest continuous coastal 
walking route, stretching 2,700 miles (4,498 km). It opened in phases, with sections already
